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Single figure shoot-out at Celtic Manor 
Amateurs do battle to play for Peter McEvoy’s team against Ryder Cup stars 

Talented single figure golfers are to compete at The Celtic Manor Resort to win a place on an amateur team to take on Ryder Cup stars. 

Captained by Peter McEvoy (former successful Walker Cup captain), the team will compete against former Ryder and Solheim Cup players over two days at the SFG Challenge Tour final on October 27th-28th.

But first the finalists from the 2009 SFG Challenge Tour must negotiate the one-day qualifying school played on The Montgomerie Course at Celtic Manor on Monday October 26th to make the final team.
The 2009 SFG Challenge Tour, sponsored by Srixon, provided an opportunity for golfers with a handicap of under 10 to qualify for the SFG team.

Forty events across the UK provided 84 finalists but with just 10 final places available, there is sure to be fierce competition to play against the professionals in a format that mirrors the Ryder Cup and will be played on The Twenty Ten Course that will host golf’s most prestigious event in October 2010.  
Chief Executive of SingleFigureGolfer.com Paul Heming commented: “We’ve tried to make qualifying as pressurised as possible. To play on the Ryder Cup course a year before the official event against the former stars is a priceless opportunity.”

Dylan Matthews, Chief Executive of The Celtic Manor Resort, said: “We’re looking forward to hosting these very talented professional and amateur golfers over three days of intense competition. We are always looking to stage new and different events at The Celtic Manor Resort and it will be fun to see how the former Ryder Cup stars handle the course a year before the next generation arrive to do battle in Wales.”  

Taking on the amateurs will be a professional team including Gordon Brand junior, Paul Way, Philip Walton, Peter Baker and Steve Richardson. 

Forty regional events and over 5,000 golfers have taken part throughout the UK as they attempted to make SFG qualifying school. 
McEvoy, co- founder of Single Figure Golfer, is seeking revenge over the pros who narrowly defeated Team SFG in the demonstration event last year. 
Welcoming the addition of the qualifying school, he said: “This year will identify players who can handle the pressure and that is what golf at this level is all about.”
